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FROM VILLAGE SCHOOL TO VILLAGE HALL 

 

In November 2014, Barby Local History Group published From Blackboard to Whiteboard: 150 

Years of Barby Schools 1865 – 2015, to commemorate the 150th anniversary of the opening of 

the first purpose-built village school.  The book launch was held in Barby Village Hall, part of 

which was the original 1865 school building. 

 

The launch was accompanied by an 

exhibition of photographs, recordings and 

other memorabilia, spread over the whole of 

the Hall, with the emphasis on the earlier 

years of education being placed in the 

original schoolroom. 

 

In addition, posters were positioned both 

inside and outside the building, explaining 

various points about its history.  These 

posters are reproduced here, in the form of 

a tour of the building, beginning at the South 

entrance to the Village Hall car park on 

Kilsby Road, and ending at the North 

entrance in Church Walk.
